Becul electric

Electicitate, gaz, apa curenta... Acestea sunt doar
cateva dintre resursele esentiale pentru oameni in
ziua de azi. Fara ele, cum ar fi viata zilnica? Va spun
eu: pentru multi, imposibila. Acum ma gandesc: fara v
becuri electrice, cum ne-am descurca? Si cine a
inventat becul? Cand a fost inventat becul?

in 1802, chimistul englez Humphry Davy a
reusit sa facd un filament de platina sa
straluceasca. In 1809, el a inventat lampa cu
arc de carbon, in care curentul electric trecea
prin doi electrozi de grafit si formau intre ei
un arc de lumina.

Pentru multi oameni, numele Thomas Alva
Edison este asociat mai ales cu inventarea
becului electricc dar mai corect ar fi sa
spunem ca el l-a ficut mai eficient si I-a
transformat intr-un produs comercial. Cine I-
a inventat ramane motiv de controversa.
Identitatea celui care a facut primul filament
sa straluceasca este necunoscutd, deoarece in
secolul XIX-lea au fost multi inventatori si
ingineri care au contribuit la proiectarea
becului electric.
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Unii il considera pe James
Bowman Lindsay, un
inventator scotian, adevaratul
inventator al becului. El a
demonstrat abia in 1835 ca
exista lumina electrica in flux

constant.



Fizicianul si chimistul britanic Joseph Wilson
Swan a proiectat in 1860 becul electric de uz
zilnic. L-a brevetat in Anglia in 1878, cu doi ani
inainte ca Edison sa il breveteze pe al lui in
Statele Unite.

In Germania, multi oameni il considera pe Heinrich
Gobel, care a emigrat in Statele Unite, adevaratul
inventator al becului electric. inca din 1854, el a
produs lumina cu filamente de carbon in sticlute
goale de parfum. Totusi, cererea drepturilor legale i-
a fost respinsa, Gobel nereusind sa aduca dovezi.

Thomas A. Edison a fost unul dintre cei mai importanti inventatori si antreprenori care au
deschis usa electricitatii in secolul al XIX-lea. S-a remarcat inca de tanar, imbunatatind
tehnicile existente de telegrafie. In decursul vietii, Edison a inventat multe lucruri, inclusiv
fonograful - un aparat care putea sa inregistreze sunete si sa le reproduca. Totusi, cei mai multi

il considera ca fiind omul care a inventat iluminatul electric.

La mijlocul secolului al XIX-lea, metodele existente de a
genera luminda cu ajutorul curentului electric erau foarte
nesigure si mai putin potrivite pentru a fi utilizate zi de zi, asa
cum era obisnuita lampa cu gaz. Toate acestea s-au schimbat
odata cu becul electric pe care Edison |-a dezvoltat in 1879 si
[-a brevetat un an mai tarziu. Un filament de carbon
producea lumina in interiorul unui recipient de sticla vidat.
Aceste becuri furnizau initial lumina timp de circa 15 ore, dar,
in anii care au urmat, Edison a reusit sa le prelungeasca viata
in mod considerabil. El a fost si cel care a stat la baza
electrificarii orasului New York. Multe orase au urmat aceasta
tendintd, iar companiile au construit retele electrice si au
fabricat becuri in numar mare.

Thomas A. Edison (1847-1931) si-a petrecut intreaga viata in
Statele Unite ale Americii. Are peste o mie de brevete de
inventii, dar numele lui va ramane legat pentru totdeauna de
becul electric. Filetul cu care sa insurubeaza becul poarta
numele de filetul Edison.

Deci acum stiti cine, cand si cum s-a inventat becul electric,
minunata inventie fara de care nu am putea trai.
